3  Guest Speaker - Gordon Miller, Acting Head Of Adult Social Care, East Lothian Council

Mr Miller spoke about the East Lothian Draft Older Peoples Strategy.  The aim of the strategy is to redesign Health and Social Care for older people over the next 15 years and build on work already carried out to support older people staying at home.  ELC has spoken to older people who said they wanted to remain at home/part of the community for as long as possible and be supported where needed.  Currently ELC supports 36% of older people at home and aspire to 50% over the next 12-15 years which will require high quality Health and Social Care and a well developed network of care homes for life for older people unable to stay at home.  There is a rising ageing population in East Lothian with an increase in age 85+ of 40%. 
Economic conditions = less money and shrinking resources.
The Strategy seeks to discontinue current low level services and develop an integrated network of Health and Social Care Services between ELC and the NHS.  

Cost to build 3 new care homes for life - £11 million
Existing care homes would have to close as unable to meet care commission standards
Consultation process is being carried out between April and end of September 2009. 

Concerns raised by C&PS CC...
What level of care would older people receive at home as currently carers have very limited time to spend with people - a plan would be worked out with the individual and required care provided.

Concerns regarding costs and resources required.

Lessons learned from Cockenzie House closure re care homes being run privately.
